To the student who has been accused of academic misconduct:

Sanctions will be assigned while considering
past academic misconduct, precedents for similar violations and specific circumstances of the incident. You have the right to:

* Choose to accept the allegations and academic sanction(s), OR,
*  Deny the allegations and/or contest the sanctions imposed, leading to a review of the case by the College Committee
on Academic Integrity

In cases where a University Disciplinary sanction may be applied the information may be referred by the faculty
member or Academic Integrity Committee to the Office of Judicial Affairs for review.

If a review is held AND it is determined that you are found responsible for academic dishonesty the hearing outcome may:
a) not change, b) increase, or c) decrease.
